Directions to Cyrus Pond for 16 August Picnic 

From Bend:  

1. Take Hwy 20 toward Sisters 

2. Approx 1/4 mile past Mile Post 5 on Hwy 20 turn right onto Cloverdale Rd 

3. Take Cloverdale approx 2 ½ miles. At the point where the Three Sisters Irrigation Canal passes underneath Cloverdale Rd take a hard left onto 
the cinder road (look for the COMOAA banner at roadside). 

4. Approx 2/10 mile turn left and follow the canal on your left 5. Approx 1 mile either bear right to unload people/articles at the picnic site or bear 

left to the parking area (signs will guide you). 

6. After unloading at the picnic site, you must return to the parking area. No parking at the picnic site. Itôs approximately a ¼ mile distance from the 
parking area to the picnic site. 

7. For those wishing a ride, a golf limousine (six-seater) will be available to transport persons from the parking area to the picnic site and back at 
the end of the day. 

 

From Redmond:  

1. Take Hwy 126 toward Sisters. 

2. Approx ½ mile past Mile Post 97 on Hwy 126 turn left onto Clover-
dale Rd. 

3. Approx 1 mile turn right onto the cinder road (look for the COMOAA 
banner at roadside). 

4. (See directions 4 ï 7 above.) 

 

From Sisters:  

1. Take Hwy 126 toward Redmond 

2. Approx ½ mile past Mile Post 96 on Hwy 126 turn right onto Clover-
dale Rd. 

3. (See direction no. 3 from Redmond, then 4 ï 7 from Bend above)
